Population data are used as the denominators for all rates in MassCHIP except for Infant Deaths and Early Intervention clients which use the Births file as the denominator. The population data used for a given rate depends on the year of the numerator: 
MISER Estimates for 1991-1998 
MDPH Preliminary Estimates for 1999 
MDPH Preliminary Estimates for 2000 (any stratification that includes Race/Hispanic ethnicity) 
Census Counts for 2000 (any stratification that does not include Race/Hispanic ethnicity) 

Population data may also be present in this report as Counts and Percentages. These data are Census counts for 2000 or DPH Preliminary Estimates for 2000 (by Race/Hispanic ethnicity). Any population data that have more detail than geography, age, sex and or Race/Hispanic ethnicity are from the selected sample data for 1990 or 2000 from the U.S. Census Bureau.
